We are proud to be supporting our faculty through training this summer as they prepare for an even stronger 2026-2027 school year. This
year, our teachers are collectively completing 1,800 hours of professional development in mathematics, foundational literacy, English
morphology, Latin grammar, catechetical formation, and Catholic curriculum and pedagogy—so that every classroom reflects the mind,
heart, and mission of the Church.

As we renew our Catholic educational vision, we are also adopting curriculum and pedagogy deeply rooted in the Church’s educational
tradition. The Catholic school does more than transmit information: it strives to create “an atmosphere enlivened by the Gospel spirit of
freedom and charity” and to help students relate all human culture to “the news of salvation,” so that “the light of faith” illuminates what
students learn about the world and about life.

It has been the tradition here at St. Anthony of Padua to publish a school supply list for parishioner donations to help start the new school
year.
